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Summary

This is a report of an online survey of pedestrians’ concerns carried out between 

15 September and 2 November 2009.

Details of the survey were sent as ‘letters to the editor’ to a number of newspapers published in the West Cheshire area, to all Councillors and to all Parish clerks whose email addresses could be obtained from the Cheshire West and Chester Council website.  Emails were also sent to some organisations.
There were responses from 101 people.

The biggest areas of concerns were

· Vehicles driving onto and parking on pavements

· Speed limits not enforced

· Vehicles parked on street corners, making crossing difficult

There was a feeling that conditions have worsened for pedestrians over the last 12 months.

Stocks Lane, CH3 was reported the most as having a driving onto and parking on pavement problem.
West Cheshire Council’s had been contacted by 34 respondents and 8 (23.6%) of these felt the problems had subsequently been resolved or improved.
Cheshire Police had been contacted by 25 respondents and 6 (24%) of these felt the problem had subsequently been improved.
24% of respondents of the survey found out about the survey from the Parish Clerk/Council.

Responses came from across West Cheshire (94%), with 25% of total living in the CH3 area.

Over half of respondents (58) asked to be informed of the results of the survey.

We would have liked to include those without access to a computer, and hope to do this in the future with additional resources.  (In Handbridge, Chester there was a slightly altered paper version, which has been reported separately).
